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5.1  The	2nd	Competition	Managers	Meeting

The 2nd CMM was held in Century City International Conference Centre on 23 
and 24 October. Nearly 100 guests, including the IWGA ExCo members, the IWGA 
partners, the competition managers of IFs and the representatives of the host city 
of the next TWG, gathered in Chengdu, holding discussions on the preparations for 
TWG 2025 Chengdu with representatives from the General Administration of Sport 
of China, the China Disabled Persons’ Federation, the Sichuan Provincial Workgroup 
for the Promotion and Coordination of TWG 2025 Chengdu, and the Executive 
Committee of TWG 2025 Chengdu.

During the meeting, the operations and preparations regarding the venues were 
informed. According to the introduction, there will be 28 venues, 13 indoor and 
15 outdoor, in 8 venue clusters, most of which are renovated on existing venues or 
temporary structures.

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Competition managers inspected the competition venues for the 35 sports, 
and discussed the venue layout, operational design, competition schedule, sport 
equipment preparation, and team establishment on the site, laying a solid foundation 
for the future preparations.

By mid-October, 22 Various test events participants have been planned and 
organised. Meanwhile, the workforce had received training for a total of 2,000 
person-times. In 2025, we plan to hold 53 test events in various forms, including 
single-sport events, special simulations, and comprehensive rehearsals.

5.2  The NOCs/NSOs Meeting and the 3rd CoCom Meeting

On 24 and 25 October 2024, the NOCs/NSOs Meeting was held, with over 100 
guests from IWGA and its partners, the national and regional Olympic committees 
and sport organisations, and the Karlsruhe delegation attended. During the meeting, 
the overall preparations for TWG 2025 Chengdu, covering TWG Village, sport 
organisation, competition venues and other issues were reported. On-site visits to 
some competition venues, TWG Village, and TWG Plaza were also conducted.

On 26 October 2024, the 3rd CoCom Meeting was held. It has debriefed the 2nd 
Competition Managers Meeting and the NOC/NSO Meeting, updated the information 
about the Organising Committee and Executive Committee of TWG 2025 Chengdu, 
discussed the topics on the overall planning, sport organisation, test events, Games-
time services and operations, and confirmed the future meeting schedules.

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6.3	 Sports Presentation

The sports presentation consists of basic presentation, general presentation, 

and major presentation. The basic presentation includes announcement, audios 

and videos; the general presentation includes announcement, audios, videos and 

interactive performance; and the major presentation includes announcement, audios, 

videos, interactive performance and DJ. According to the sport characteristics, about 

3,200 videos of the 35 sports will be produced to meet the needs of athletes’march-

in, semi-finals, and finals. A music library of over 3,000 pieces, including domestic 

and overseas pop music, rock and roll, electronic music, electronic dance music, 

and symphony, will be established for sports presentations and award ceremonies, to 

meet the requirements of athletes’march-in tune, warm-up tune, and signature tune. 

For award ceremonies of all sports, electronic flags on LED screens will be used. 

Interactive performances will be planned according to the requirements of the sports 

and the actual venue condition, and characteristic cultural displays and performances 

such as cheerleading dance, jazz dance, and band performances will also be planned 

to enhance the quality of sports presentation. Medals and awarding supplies with 

Chengdu features will be produced according to the demands of IWGA and IFs, 

allowing the medallists to have an experience of “taking Chengdu with them”. 
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7.1 Accommodation

TWG Villages A (Tianfu International Hotel) and B ( Holiday Inn Century 
City Hotel) will provide services to the participants groups including athletes, team 
offi  cials, international and national technical offi  cials, and extra offi  cials (including 
NOCs/NSOs officials). Extra officials are required to cover their own expenses 
(refer to the TWG 2025 Chengdu-Accreditation Packages against Fee per Night/Day 
in Bulletin #1). TWG Village Zone A will serve Tianfu New Area Venue Cluster, 
Eastern New Area Venue Cluster, Jianyang Venue Cluster, and Longquanyi Venue 
Cluster, covering 24 sports in 20 competition venues, with 2,700 rooms available for 
the participants. TWG Village Zone B, with 960 available rooms, will serve Hi-tech 
Zone Venue Cluster, Wuhou Venue Cluster, Jinniu Venue Cluster, and Xindu Venue 
Cluster, covering 12 sports in 8 competition venues. 

IWGA and its guests wll be accommodated at the InterContinental Century City 
Chengdu (HQ Hotel) within the allocated quota. 

7.2 Transportation

Transportation services for arrivals and departures, competitions, training, 
opening and closing ceremonies, and major official events will be provided for 
accredited participants groups, including IWGA and its guests, athletes, technical 
officials, and accredited media. The transportation service standards and plans are 
being formulated based on varied needs of diff erent participants groups, and will be 
released after March 2025.

7.3 Catering

As the selection of catering service providers for TWG 2025 Chengdu is 
underway, the menu in the TWG Village will be announced in Bulletin #3.

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7.4	  Medical Services

According to the distribution of venue clusters and the risks of each sport, 

medical and health services personnel will be allocated by risk levels and categories. 

A coordinated support system will be established and the specific measures will be 

released after March 2025.

7.5	 Ticketing

The overall planning and implementation measures of ticketing are being 

developed. Details will be released as soon as possible after finalisation.

7.6	 Anti-Doping

On 26 September 2024, the 1st anti-doping video conference was held between 

the Department of Sports (Doping Control) and the IWGA Anti-Doping Committee. 

The conference focused on the core anti-doping tasks such as the testing plan, the 

selection of doping control officials, the setting up of doping control station sand the 

construction of anti-doping education stations.

The new IWGA Anti-Doping Rules have been adopted at IWGA’s recent 

Executive Committee meetings. Article 16 mentions that: ‘All participating athletes, 

medical personnel and the team official (coach) in team sports are required to 

complete WADA’s Anti-Doping Education and Learning (ADEL) course selected 

by IWGA or other WADA approved courses in order to receive their accreditations 

and participate in The World Games.'. We are currently considering the best way for 

participants to submit this document.

For now, IWGA has provided Chengdu ExCo with the Anti-doping Manual of 

TWG 2025 Chengdu and the Anti-doping Rules of TWG 2025 Chengdu. The anti-

doping plan for TWG 2025 Chengdu is expected to be published in Bulletin #3.

Services
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7.7 Insurance

IFs must ensure that all their participants have maintained sufficient health 

and repatriation insurances during TWG 2025 Chengdu. Participants are advised 

to secure adequate medical insurance on their own at their departure location. The 

insurance should cover at least medical services for accidents, sudden illness, and 

hospitalisation allowances. The participants are also advised to secure repatriation 

insurance on their own or purchase repatriation services to cover costs incurred in 

special circumstances where the participants must return to their departure places 

due to emergency. The insurance or services should cover emergency medical 

transportation and repatriation All participants must have valid insurance and provide 

proof of insurance upon arrival in Chengdu to obtain their ID Card. Chengdu ExCo 

and IWGA will not be liable for any of the risks mentioned above.

Information on insurance purchasing channels and prices will be released in 

June 2025, and the repatriation policy for all participants, including but not limited 

to all delegations, will be provided to the IWGA by June 2025, to facilitate the 

participants groups to purchase such insurance upon their arrival in Chengdu.
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Opening and Closing Ceremonies8
The Opening and Closing Ceremonies will be held on 7 and 17 August 2025, 

respectively. The selection of venues for the opening and closing ceremonies is 
underway, and the creative plans of these ceremonies are being developed.

9.1 Licensed	Merchandise

At present, 12 categories of TWG 2025 Chengdu licensed products have been 
put on sale, including precious metal products, non-precious metal products, toys, 
jewelry, clothing, stationery and offi  ce supplies, and daily necessities. There are cute 
plushmascot toys Shubao and Jinzai, fl ameless aromatherapy, environment-friendly 
bags, all-weather umbrellas, 2-in-1 pillow blankets, exquisite and chic badges, 
souvenir badges, and other adorable licensed products perfect for gifts. Among 
them, the badges co-branded with Team China and the commemorative badges 
of the “Twelve Scenes of TWG 2025 Chengdu” have been well received by all 
walks of life.

On 7 August, the offi  cial online TWG Chengdu 2025 Licensed Products Store 
was launched (https://j.youzan.com/CegX6C). As of 30 November, 20 licensed 
products stores or retail outlets have been opened, mostly in Tianfu International 
Financial Centre, Jiaozi Avenue, and Grand Shopping Centre Chengdu, as well as 
at Second Ring Road BRT stations such as Wannianchang, Chengdubei Railway 
Station, and Southwest Jiaotong Universitystations.

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9.2 Volunteers	Program

On October 26, 2024, the Launch Ceremony of the the Competition Volunteers 
Program of The World Games 2025 Chengdu (hereinafter referred to as TWG 2025 
Chengdu) was held at Chengdu Sport University. The Executive Committee of The 
World Games 2025 Chengdu (hereinafter referred to as Chengdu ExCo) officially 
published the Program and extended invitation to students of higher education 
institutions based in Chengdu. It is expected to mobilize 15,000 competition 
volunteers to join in this program. This ceremony marked the beginning of the 
recruitment of volunteers. 

A population of volunteers from overseas will be recruited. The targeted recruits 
are students from HK, Macao, Taiwan and overseas. 

During the Games, in addition to the competition volunteers, we will recruit 
urban volunteers to provide services like city publicity, event promotion and 
convenience services for residents, visitors and athletes. 

9.3 Young	Reporters	Programme

We plan to launch the global recruitment of 16 young reporters by April, 2025.
These young reporters will arrive in Chengdu before TWG 2025 Chengdu and 
participate in the professional training jointly organised by IWGA, AIPS (International 
Sports Press Association), and Chengdu ExCo. They will participate in full coverage 
of TWG 2025 Chengdu as well as the city tours.

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10.1   Broadcast

The International Sports Broadcasting (ISB) is the Host Broadcaster of TWG 
2025 Chengdu. It will produce signals for the opening and closing ceremonies, 
most of the preliminaries, semi-finals and finals of all sports in accordance with 
“4K+HD” standards. The planned public signal production totals over 1,300 hours. 
In combination with the latest broadcast technologies, social media (portrait screen) 
production, AI production and remote production will be used to meet the broadcast 
needs of domestic and overseas media on TVs and Internet new media.

China Media Group (CMG) is selected as the largest rights-holding broadcaster 
in China. Through friendly cooperation, CMG will mobilise its all-platform media 
resources such as TV, radio and new media to comprehensively publicise TWG 2025 
Chengdu and the charm of Chengdu in all aspects.

10.2   Main	Media	Centre	(MMC)

The MMC is situated in the Western Financial Innovation Centre in Chengdu 
Eastern New Area. During TWG 2025 Chengdu, it will provide all necessary 
facilities and services for the media to report TWG 2025 Chengdu. It consists of 
media workrooms, press conference rooms, dedicated media spaces, media interview 
rooms, and media lounges, as well as functional areas such as the media accreditation 
centre, media dining hall, and medical room, providing services in terms of media 
accreditation, catering, transportation, medical services, information technology, 
and language. Outside the MMC, there will be a dedicated media transportation hub 
connecting Tianfu International Hotel Complex, the offi  cially recommended hotel for 
media, and the media centres at competition venues. The MMC will offi  cially operate 
from 4 to 17 August 2025.

10.3   Information	Services

Free official information, including texts, photos and short videos, will be 
provided for all accredited media via the INFO System. 

1.  INFO System
This system is a comprehensive platform integrating news information and 

materials, and is specifi cally designed for international sports events. It will provide 
participated media with comprehensive news information services that integrate “news 
materials” and “information release”. It will also support PC browsing and feature 
functions such as search, download, and event registration. Additionally, a WeChat 
Mini Programme named “INFO System”, which is suitable for mobile terminals, will 
be developed simultaneously.

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2. Official Information Services
News information including prospects, highlights, sidelights, flash quotes, list 

of medal presenters, media announcements, and press conference summaries will 
be prepared by domestic and overseas information-gathering experts and provided 
in both Chinese and English. Photos of the opening and closing ceremonies and 
competitions will be provided by the official photography team, and images of city 
landscapes, interviews at the mixed zones and press conference rooms, and sidelights 
inside and outside the FOP will be provided by the official short video team. 
Background information including TWG history, competition venues and sports 
introduction, competition schedules, and formats will be provided as well.

10.4   Dedicated APP

Chengdu 2025, the official app of TWG 2025 Chengdu, will provide essential 
services for all participants, including athletes, referees, technical officials, IWGA 
ExCo members, and media. For example, valued guests can use the app to book 
vehicles or check shuttle bus timetable, while media can book hotels or media 
activities.

The app is planned to be available on major global app stores by April 2025, 
including Huawei AppGallery, Xiaomi GetApps, Tencent App Store, V-App Store, 
OPPO App Market, App Store, Google Play, and Galaxy Store.
